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I challenge you to do more reading in 2012!  I have not yet 
advanced much from traditional books to reading on an iPad  
or Kindle or whatever, but no matter how you read – as 
Christians we need to read!  In fact, when I was trained in  
the ministry some 30 years ago, I heard a renowned pastor in 
Kentucky say that a preacher will only be as good a preacher 
as he is a reader.  To study and gather material to share with 
others requires reading. 
 
To motivate myself to read, I have literally kept a list of the 
number of books I read each year.  I began to do this a  
number of years ago – when it dawned on me that I was 
reading very few books.  In those days I was reading a lot of 
Bible studies, articles, commentaries, etc. – but very few 
books.  So, I systematically began to monitor how many  
books I read. 
 
Books which I especially love are biographies – primarily 
Christian bios – and books on missions.  Last year I read  
a total of 29 books.  Late in the year I read David Jeremiah’s 
book on angels.  I read two books on Asperger’s Syndrome 
because I have a grandson with Asperger’s.   I always read a 

few secular books as well.  Last year one was a bio of Amelia 
Earhart, and another was a journalistic expose on my wife’s 
hometown, as well as a couple of analyses of the Kennedy 
years.  Christian biographies which I read in 2011 included: 
“The Top 100 Women of the Christian Faith,” by Jewell 
Johnson, plus biographies of Harry Greene, Bud Robinson,  
and Billy Sunday. 
 
Missionary books – including biographies – included: two bios 
of Amy Carmichael, J. Hudson Taylor, A. Wetherell Johnson, 
“Commandos for Christ” (by Bruce Porterfield), Robert A. 
Jaffray, “Shadow of the Almighty” (by Elisabeth Elliot), 
“Judson of Burma,” the outstanding biographical story of 
Darlene Deibler-Rose entitled “Evidence Not  Seen,” and  
the equally outstanding bio, “Sensei – Life Story of Irene 
Webster-Smith, plus “The Untold Story of Korea (by Bob 
Pierce & Ken Anderson), as well as “Daktar,” the story of  
Dr. Viggo Olsen’s ministry in Bengladesh.
